with someother animalspecies,a bu!terfty's bright colouration is often intended to warn predators 
(such as birds) that they are distastefulor poisonous.

The life cytle of a butterfty is particularty 
interesting Although they typically live forone  

or two years,only 10 to 14 days are usually 

spent as an "adult" -the winged insect we 
typically mean when we talk about butterflies. 

The rest oiits life,a bu!terfty spends as an 
egg,caterpillar,or pupa. 

 

If beauty is neeting,our Yukon butterfties 
certainly embody the thought. Enjoy those nuttering wings,knowing the bu!terfty is nearing the end of 
its life,and look forward to the neX1 generation of these tiny marve s.

Traffic Notes: Recently Faro RCMP have noted a slip in our communityês diligence in a few traffic safety areas. Seatbelts are an 

extremely important aspect of traffic and vehicle safety. RCMP remind all motorist that seatbelts are mandatory and must be 

worn. Also, child restraints such as car seats, booster seats and the appropriate placement of children in vehicles has been an 

area in Faro where complacency has begun to affect the safety of the communities youth. Please use the appropriate  

restraints for your children. If you have questions regarding what you require please stop by the Faro Detachment and we can 

figure it out together. 
 

Speeding: Over the first half of the summer Faro RCMP has increased enforcement efforts related to speeding. Several tickets 

have been issued on the Robert Campbell Highway and Mitchell Road. Please check your speed and remember the speed 

limits. The speed limits are an important aspect of traffic safety. The speed limit within the Town of Faro remains at 30 km. 

Back country: Hunting season is here, our area is popular with local hunters as well as those from away; before you embark 

on your trip please ensure youêre prepared. An important part of that preparation is establishing a plan laying out duration, 

route and destination. Please identify and leave that plan with a responsible person to monitor your safe return. 

If you use a SPOT device; ensure your messages are clear, and the recipients of those messages know how to interpret them, 

and what to do when they are called upon to help assist you.

As you read this, hunting season has begun! We have the new Hunting Regulation 

Summary booklets in the office now, and encourage everyone to pick up a couple of 

copies. We are anticipating another busy fall around Faro this year, and would like to 

remind everyone of the voluntary reporting of moose harvested behind Faro (GMSZ 

4-42 to 4-46). You can report your kill at any Environment office or you can call the 

information in as well, either to 994-2862 or 1-800-661-0525. Your cooperation is 

greatly appreciated in this program. We also wish to remind hunters that all big game 

kills must be reported (aside from the voluntary reporting). Consult the Hunting 

Summary for specifics. 

 

Throughout the fall, Conservation Officers and RCMP Officers will be conducting 

field inspections and roadside check stops to monitor hunting activities. This work is 

intended to determine compliance with the regulations, as well as to show a presence 

in the field, which itself “keeps people honest”. We appreciate your cooperation and 

courtesy during these inspections. We would like to also take this opportunity to 

remind people using the outdoors that if you observe or suspect a violation, to please 

contact us as soon as possible. People who report violations can remain anonymous 

and are eligible for a cash reward through our Turn in Poachers/Polluters (TIP) 

program. 

 

We would also like to remind people that there is still the occasional bear wandering 

in or around town. In July, several bears were dealt with and I am pleased to report 

that I don’t believe any of them got into any type of garbage or human food. 

However, we all need to remain cautious in keeping our yards clean, especially when 

caring for any meat brought home from a successful hunt. If you do observe a bear in 

or around the town, please contact us as soon as possible. 

 

We hope that the last month of everyone’s summer goes well, and would like to wish 

all a safe and successful time in the outdoors through the fall.
